FISCAL YEAR 2024-2025 MILLAGE RATE AND GENERAL FUND BUDGET

A. Ordinance No. 16-2024: Second and Final Public Hearing Establishing the Millage Rate for 

Fiscal Year 2025 (October 1, 2024 - September 30, 2025). 

City Clerk Mancuso read Ordinance No. 16-2024 in its entirety. City Manager Toney-Deal 
stated that staff recommends a millage rate of 2.4793 mills, which is a 6.11 % increase over 
the rollback rate of 2.3365 mills. This is the same millage rate that the city has had in place 
since fiscal year 2008. 

City Manager Toney-Deal asked that the presentation made by the Assistant City 
Manager/CFO Vince Tenaglia at the first Public Hearing on September 3, 2024, be 
incorporated as the City's presentation at the current Public Hearing. 

Mayor Waters opened the Public Hearing.

City Manager Toney-Deal recommended that the City off er the same increase to the 
International.Association of Firefighters, Local 2896, as the Council is offering to "General" City 
employees. The recommended amendment to the IAFF Collective Bargaining Agreement is as 
follows: Effectiv:ein:the first pay period in October 2024, which includes the shifts beginning on 
Septembet.2!2/2024; ,alkbar.gaining,iunit.employees shall receive an increase of $1.00 to their base 
hourly rate, or::bebrought,tothe-newminimum rate of pay for their position, whichever is higher, 
not to exceed:.the,:maximumirate of-pay-for their position. In addition, the Fiscal Year 2024 Merit 
amount will be.'irrcreased from 4% to 5%. 

Staff recommended.its approval contingent upon Attorney Gonzalez's final approval of the 

verbiage.

Vice Mayor Burke stated, that at the Forward Pinellas Meeting, is was announced that 
Representative Linda Chaney attached an amendment to the State's Transportation Bill which 
caused the proposed Lane Elimination on 34thth Street South to be cancelled. It also put into 
Statute, Lane Elimination requirements, which will likely make if very difficult to move 
forward with future Lane Elimination. It was the consensus of the Council to invite · 
Representative Chaney in to speak to Council about this issue.

Councilor Beliveau expressed an interest to become a Suncoast League of Cities voting 
member. Councilor Beliveau also gave kudos to the Recreation, Library, Public Works, and 
Fire Departments for its excellent communication to the public.
