WHEREAS, during brutal fighting and heavy losses Corporal Jacklyn was one of two medics serving the 20q 
men of the 831 st Infantry Regiment. Serving in cliff-side trenches, Corporal Jacklyn devised the means to kee~ 
the monsoon rains from filling the trenches. Whenever there was a c1y for a Medic, he ran through heavy 
artillery fire and constant shelling to aid the wounded soldiers: and 1

WHEREAS, On June 20th 1945, during intense shelling, Corporal Jacklyn was wounded and left unable tc\ 
walk. Wounded again by a successive blast he lay burned and riddled with shrapnel. His medic skills sustaine4 
him until soldiers found and took him to a field hospital, where the gravity ofhis wounds required transport to~ 
Naval Hospital ship; and I 

WHEREAS, Corporal Herb Jacklyn, DDS was awarded the Purple Heait, Combat Infantry Badge, Arm~ 
Presidential Unit Citation Ribbon, Army Meritorious Unit Commendation Ribbon, American Defense Servic~ 
Ribbon, Asiatic-Pacific Service Ribbon, World War II Victory Ribbon, and the National Defense Servic
